For the next couple of months, 
Sunday mornings at Fairmount are going 
to be a bit dusty.  Some of the dust is 
due to purposeful changes that we are 
implementing in order to be more effec-
tive ς some are changes that will create 
more classroom space ς and some are 
changes that have been thrust upon us.  
Let me explain. 

Next Sunday is our annual Pro-
motion Sunday in Bible School.  That 
always brings a few tears as our young-
est children progress from one great set 
of teachers to another.  Some kids cry 
too!  All of us should be encouraging 
toward parents and grandparents help-
ing their children navigate to new class-
rooms ς and new experiences.  Ask a 

teen if they need assistance finding their 
new class.  Be welcoming and suppor-
tive of everyone you encounter on Sun-
day mornings. 

We will also change our Sunday 
morning schedule this week.  [See the 
box below.]  That will potentially mean 
longer check-in lines for children.  Some 
folks might come into worship services 
and Bible School classes late.  That is 
going to take patience and smiles on all 
our parts.  Be early.  Be ready.  Ask for 
help if you feel a bit confused.  I am con-
vinced that these changes are going to 
be a tremendous benefit to our Sun-
ŘŀȅΩǎΦ 

And lastly, the changes that are 
thrust upon us.  This fall, Rose Williams 
and her staff have effectively doubled 
the capacity of our elementary program 
ς without utilizing a single brick!  They 
are setting up a schedule that makes 
double use of every classroom.  While 
some children are in Bible School at 
9:30, others will be in their Worship ser-
vice.  While some are in their Worship 
service at 11:00, others will be in Bible 
School.  It is a brilliant plan.  In order to 
accomplish this, Room 150 is going to

area.  Several adult classes will be mov-
ing to accommodate this change.  That 
is why you see a humongous new trailer 

out back.  Sadly, permits that will allow 
us to open that trailer are on other peo-
