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Niños de México operates four homes in the México 
City area. Casas Genesis, and Esperanza are located 
in San Vicente, just outside of México City, Casa 
Agape located in the nearby town of Huexotla, and 
Casa Bethel, is located in the city of Texcoco.  These 
are the homes to over 60 children.   
 The primary purpose of Niños de México is 
evangelism...reaching the lost of México with the 
Gospel message through Jesus Christ. The secondary 
purpose is to extend Christ's love to some of the 
many homeless and abandoned children of México.  
There are over 1.6 million children who have no 
home in México City alone, no one to love and care 
for them. Many have been turned out into the 
streets to fend for themselves by parents who could 
not care for them. They scrounge food from garbage

In the 33 
years of this ministry's existence, these un-
wanted children have grown up to become 
doctors, ministers, teachers, engineers, ar-
chitects, nurses, mechanics, contractors, 
and much more, helping to spread the 
Good News of Jesus Christ in México. 
 The work of Niños de México is a 
direct support missionary project of the 
Christian Churches, Churches of Christ, and 
individuals on a regular monthly basis. It is 
this support that provides a dependable 
basis for meeting monthly obligations. The 
needs of the children continue on a daily 
basis...food, clothing, utilities, transporta-
tion, and education. 
 Fairmount has been supporting 
Niños de México for over 25 years.  Since 
1995, SALT has sponsored a mission team 
to Niños.  The teams visiting Niños have 
helped with many renovation and mainte-
nance projects such as painting, expanding 
rooms, electrical repairs, automotive re-
pairs, making curtains, and of course the 
most important project ς visiting with the 
children.

When it came to meals, 
we rarely ate American foods.  I quickly 
found that real Mexican food tastes a lot 
better than the Mexican restaurants in 
America. 

Tuesday was a lot like Monday in 
the way the schedule was set up for us; 
however, Wednesday was a work-free day.  
After leaving the house we went to the 
main square of Mexico.  There, we visited 
the Palace and the second largest cathedral 
in the world.  In the Palace, we saw many 
historical features about the past of Mexico.  
Following that was the cathedral.  In the 
cathedral, there was a mass in progress.  I 
was told  there is a rumor saying there is 
enough gold under the cathedral to feed all 
of Mexico for fifty years.  In light of the mas-
sive poverty in Mexico, I asked why they

This allowed us 
to offer an alternative price for an item that 
was selling for more money.  I really liked 
this.  Sometimes, I would walk away from 
the salesperson and tell them the price was 
too much for the money I had in my pocket.  
The salesperson would run behind me while 
shouting an offer that was less than 1/4th of 
the original selling price.  I could not believe 
it! 

Thursday was almost exactly like 
Monday; however, at the end of the day, 
we went next door to Esperanza to meet 
the boys there.  When we were there, we 
played basketball and volleyball.  The guys 
seemed excited to see us and were very 
playful.  On Friday, we went to see the boys 
over at Bethel.  While at Bethel, we toured 
the building and got to know the kids there.  
We also finished up last minute projects. 

Looking back at the trip, I think that 
this trip was one of the best experiences of 
my life.  When we drove through the cities, 
I realized that there are a lot of people that 
are less fortunate.  I began to realize that 
there are many things that I take for 
granted, such as a home, a family, running 
water, and a church to praise God at.  There 
were people there that did not have many 
of those things.  Knowing that you have 
helped some one that was abused in some 
way is a great feeling that I would not trade 
for anything.
